WHAT TO EXPECT: ARRIVAL

e Stanchions or other directional guidance to encourage safe

Limited common area furniture to promote social distancing

e Protective plastic shields at concierge and security desks to

e Well-marked check-in stations for vendors

WHAT TO EXPECT: ELEVATORS

To accommodate a safe &’ distance in elevators, JBG
SMITH recommends reduced elevator occupancy.

e Maximum 2 people per elevator in most locations

e Floor graphics identify a safe standing distance

e To avoid long wait times, tenants are encouraged
to work with their property management team to

coordinate staggered arrivals and departures

e Tenants on lower floors are encouraged to take the
stairs where possible

e Tenants on upper floors are encouraged to stand
at the back of the cab

e Staff will be available to assist with elevator lines
if necessary

e Increased air circulation with high-speed fans

WHAT TO EXPECT: STAIRWELLS

Use of stairwells will dramatically reduce capacity stress on
the elevators. Signage will encourage use of stairwells when
possible.

e Card readers may be added to the lower floors to make
stairwell circulation available while maintaining sufficient

INDUSTRY LEADING CLEANING PRACTICES

In partnership with our environmental consultant, HPE
Environmental, JBG SMITH has developed a strategy for
the cleaning, disinfecting, and sanitizing of all common
areas and high-touch surfaces in our buildings. We have
worked with our cleaning service providers on training
and executing the following protocols:

e Supplemental cleaning services and staffing will be
added, as needed, to assist with increased cleaning
and disinfecting

e Targeted cleaning with electrostatic technology, which
provides a quick and even optimized adhesion to
surfaces, will be used in restrooms and other areas, as
needed

e Utilizing EPA-registered disinfectants that are effective
at killing viruses

e Modified cleaning schedule to reduce overlap between
night cleaning crew and tenants and employees

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COMMITMENT TO INDOOR AIR QUALITY

JBG SMITH's unique Tenant Service Center (TSC) is an
around-the-clock central command center that remotely

monitors, analyzes, and adjusts core building functions
24/7/365, such as:

e Controlling and adjusting key equipment with minimal
human contact or interaction

e Modifying building ventilation systems immediately
upon learning of a COVID-19 case

e Flushing all buildings HVAC systems with outside air
for 30 minutes at the start of each day

e Monitoring equipment alarms around-the-clock
to ensure all systems, including ventilation, are
performing optimally and providing a safe and
comfortable environment

e Providing tenants with uninterrupted support and
thorough communication with 100% emergency
generator power in the event the grid is compromised




ON-SITE TEAMS

JBG SMITH has a best in class team of property management and
engineering professionals. To ensure your health and safety, we
have revised our operating standards and will continue to provide
our tenants with the highest standard of customer service.

e All staff are provided with and required to wear masks and
other protective gear, when appropriate

e Health screening is required at the start of every workday

e On-site management offices will remain secured to ensure
social distancing

e Engineering staff are available to respond to tenant requests
made through JBG SMITH Connect - please note any special
requirements or specific times for work to be performed when
submitting a service ticket

e Staff are trained to maintain a 6 distance while performing
work and we request that tenants promote the same practice
with their own employees
